Proposed Funding Type Description Amount

Ongoing Modernize CCC technology and protect sensitive data $25M

Increase support for financial aid administration $10M

One-Time Implement common course numbering systemwide $105M

Modernize CCC technology and protect sensitive data $75M

Implement program pathways mapping technology $25M



Chancellorʼs Office Current Technology Priorities
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All colleges will: 

• Use CCCID on currently and continuously enrolled students
• Enroll students through the CVC Course Exchange as both home and 

teaching colleges
• Use SuperGlue for bi-directional data sharing
• Implement automated monitoring processes related to fraud, 

including implementation of IP Quality Score, Okta and/or related 
tools
